development opportunities that empower young people to
create positive change.

What does the Extravaganza do with the money?

Can | pre-fish?

: Pre-fishing is allowed until 5:00 P.M. the night before the

event. No lines are allowed in the water for any reason within
the contest area from 12:00 A.M. to 12:00 P.M. other than to
check depth.

Yes, we follow the MN DNR ice fishing rules with the exception
that you can only fish one hole per ticket.

: Can | check the depth?
: Yes, weighted lines without hooks or bait can be used to

check depth prior to 11:45 A.M. No lines are allowed in the
water from 11:45 A.M. until the start of the contest.

: When does the contest end?
: 3:00 PM. The cannon will sound, ending the contest. All

contestants must be in the weigh-in line at or before 3:05
P.M. Remember, fish must be brought to the weigh-in tent
immediately when caught and alive. Dead or frozen fish will
be ineligible.

: Can | fish using a windbreak or shelter?
: No, windbreaks or shelters are not allowed.

: Can | pull canvas over my head for protection?
: No, all contestants must remain completely visible while

fishing.

: Can | fish two holes?
: Yes, if two tickets are purchased. Both tickets must be visible

at all times.

: Can my friend watch my line while I go to the bathroom or

go to register my fish?

: No, please take your line out of the water. Leaving your line

unattended is against Minnesota law.

: How big does the fish have to be to win a prize?
: Any size fish may place in the top 150.

: Can | take my prize home with me?
: Yes, your prize is now your responsibility. All prizes must be

picked up at Fleet Farm in Brainerd by noon on Sunday (the
day after the contest). You must arrange to pick up the truck,
ATV’s, and fish houses with the dealers.
